Daily Life of a Civil War Soldier
Grade Level: Sixth Grade
United States History
Time Frame: 54 minutes

Lesson Summary:
Students will obtain an understanding of the daily life of a Civil War soldier by watching video clips, analyzing primary sources, and presenting research to their peers.  Students will use this information to weigh the pros and cons of enlisting as a soldier during the Civil War.
Objectives:

Students will be able to:
· research primary source letters written by Civil War soldiers

· analyze, synthesize and present information learned about daily life for Civil War soldiers
· decide whether or not to enlist as a soldier based on facts and research

Historical Background for the Teachers:
“Soldiering is 99% boredom and 1% sheer terror.” This quote written by a Civil War soldier demonstrates the dichotomy between camp life and the battlefield for soldiers during the Civil War. In 1861, southern slavery states formed the Confederate States of America and seceded from the United States government. A civil war ensued which lasted four years. During that time, almost 3 million American men fought for the opposing armies.
What was the daily experience of Civil War soldiers? Most of their experiences centered around camp life and not combat. Days were long, starting at 5:00 a.m. or 6:00 a.m. and were filled with tedious camp duties and drills. Drills lasted an average of two hours and soldiers could be required to attend at least five drills a day. One soldier offered this description of his day: "The first thing in the morning is drill. Then drill, then drill again. Then drill, drill, a little more drill. Then drill, and lastly drill."  
When not drilling, other camp duties included cooking, cleaning, building, digging, and gathering firewood as well as clean water. Conditions were uncomfortable and harsh. Sleeping quarters were overcrowded and food and water rations were oftentimes sparse. As a result, diseases such as dysentery, typhoid, measles and scurvy became rampant. In fact, more men died from disease than battle wounds during the Civil War.
When not performing military duties, soldiers found creative ways to ease the boredom, homesickness and anxiety that were common emotional experiences. They played cards and board games, organized sports games, participated in sing-alongs and religious services, and wrote many letters to loved ones.
Life in camp was punctuated by vicious and bloody battles where thousands of lives were lost. Confusion and terror reigned on the battlefield. Smoke from rifles made it difficult to see and the ground was littered with the wounded and dead. However, the terrifying experience of battle helped soldiers bond and create lasting relationships when the battle was over and they were safely back in camp.
Anticipatory Set:
Students will watch two video clips, Assignment Discovery: The Life of a Civil War Soldier, detailing what daily life was like for soldiers during the Civil War. 
Do Now Activity:
Students will pretend that they are living during the outbreak of the Civil War. They must decide if they will sign up to fight for the Union (the students live in New Jersey) and list the reasons why or why not. Students will share responses with a partner, and a few students will be chosen to share their responses with the whole class.
Procedures:
I. Previous Night’s Homework
a. Students will watch the BrainPop video, Civil War, and complete a comprehension quiz 
i. Review comprehension quiz answers with whole class and answer any student questions about the Civil War overview
II. Day of Lesson Procedure
a. Anticipatory Set
i. Watch video clips detailing the life of a Civil War soldier
b. Do Now Activity
i. Students write responses explaining their choice about becoming a soldier

ii. Share responses with classmates and whole class

c. Instructional Input

i. Teacher will introduce and summarize important aspects about a soldier’s daily life using information from Historical Background for the Teacher and Anticipatory Set video clips

d. Lesson Activity
i. Students will be grouped and each group will be assigned a primary source letter written by a Civil War soldier

ii. Students will individually read their assigned letter

1. Students meet with their group to complete the worksheet, Analyzing a Primary Source Letter
iii. Each group will present important aspects about their letter with the rest of the class, using the Analyzing a Primary Source Letter worksheet as a guide for the presentation
1. Students take notes on each group’s letter

e. Closing Activity

i. Ask students if they have changed their mind about the decision they made to become a Civil War soldier during the Do Now Activity
ii. Distribute one of two Exit Tickets based on each student’s individual choice, either “Yes! Sign Me Up to Fight!” or “No Way! I’m Staying at Home!”

1. Students write down two reasons why they will or will not become a Civil War soldier

Homework:
Students will have the choice to write one of the following from the point-of-view of a Civil War soldier: diary entry, letter to family member or friend, camp fire song. Students can use web sites to research information needed for the assignment.

· Exit Ticket responses
· Homework
Extension:
· Write a news article about daily life in a Civil War camp or a battle

· Write an interview with a Civil War soldier

· Write a six-word memoir from the perspective of a Civil War soldier

Letter from John Sweet, Confederate Soldier, to His Parents

Tennessee

November 1863

We have just returned from a trip into East Tenn where we got big amounts of everything to eat and everything we eat is so good to me as I had been starved out so long on some bread & beef, all that we got while we were here besieging Chattanooga. up there we got sweet and Irish potatoes, chickens, molassas, wheat bread and everything that was good for a poor soldier. Oh, how I do wish that I could be at home now, for it is getting late in the evening and I have had

nothing to eat since breakfast and no telling when we will get rations for our rations are out, since we left our ration wagons behind in coming here to this place, for I know you have all had a good & plentiful dinner. I know you will say poor John, but this is only a chapter in military service which we often read, but I am content and will be more so when we get rations. The independence of the bounty is what I want and I am willing to suffer for something to eat many, many days if it will only send me to my dear parents, a full and independent boy.

A Letter from William Norton, Union Soldier, to His Mother

Hilton Head, South Carolina

Oct. 8th, 1862

My Dear Mother,

Hearing that there is a mail going out this afternoon I thought I would improve the opportunity and write you a few lines. I am sorry to tell you I am not very well at present. I was taken sick about three weeks ago with chronic diarrhea, and have been in the hospital about a fortnight. I have been pretty sick but I am getting better now and hope to be well in a few days.

I would like to have you send me some things which will come better in a barrel than in anything else. I should like some good fresh eggs, a bottle of preserves, some lemons if you can get some good ones, some ginger root. Some butter would be very nice, it will come better in a tin can than in anything else. I would like some sugar too. I wish you would send a bottle of good Cider Vinegar also-

I would like some pickled onions, and some dried apples. Some prepared chocolate would taste first rate, as we do not get good tea and coffee.

A towel and a couple of handkerchiefs will be very acceptable also. If there is any room for anything else I wish that you would fill it up with onions and good sound apples that are not quite ripe that they will keep better.

I have not heard from you since I have been here but should like to do so every mail. If convenient please send $5.00 the next time you write.
