Grade Level:_5th
General Description of Research Area and Content Focus of Lesson

Topic and Content Focus:

:

The intention of this lesson is to expose students to historical data on the treatment of slaves during the 19th century.  In the context of our Relationships Unit, this lesson will be used as an extension from the colonial period and the importance of relationships to an individual’s and group’s success.  Students will then make connections and comparisons from the treatment of slaves to the treatment that students being bullied today face.  An extension activity will include comparing how this treatment led to the Civil War and destruction of relationships among the colonies.
Objective:

Students will be able to identify how slaves were treated and how that impacted their relationships with their owners and each other.
Students will be able to make connections between the treatment of slaves and the treatment of current day bullied children.

Assessment:

Students will complete an explanatory writing piece that requires them to reflect on historical data, similarities between treatment of slaves and bullied children, and the ways in which negative relationships can destroy a group or society.
Historical Content Narrative:  This is a reflection of the content focus of the lesson that is developed as a result of your research.  It is designed to assist you in the development of the lesson content and to clarify the content focus for a colleague who might use this lesson.  It should include engaging historical content, anecdote and essential questions that can be used during the lesson.  It also must include the Binary Paideia.  

Content Narrative:


In the context of our Relationships unit, this lesson will focus on the treatment of slaves during the 19th century.  We will make connections between the treatment of slaves in history to treatment of bullied students in present day.  We will focus on treatment of slaves by their owners and what impact that had on their ability to be successful.  


People were transported to the United States to be sold as slaves in the late 1700’s and early 1800’s.  White men were typical owners of black slaves.  The slaves were treated like animals and were constantly being bought and sold by their owners.  Most were separated from their families.  Husbands and wives were separated and children were taken from their parents. 

These men, women, and children worked on farms and plantations doing chores such as cooking, cleaning, washing, and working the fields.  They worked as many as 14 hours a day, with only a small break for eating.  Many slaves dreamed of running away to escape the grueling work and cruelty they endured by their owners.  They slept in small, crowded quarters, usually on the floor.  

Slaves were punished for various reasons such as working too slow, not following orders, or trying to run away.  When punished, their owners used methods such as whips, chains and shackles, and weapons such as knives, guns, or other objects.  They were essentially treated as property rather than human beings.
