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The Impact of Quaker Ideals on Relationships
Grade Level: 5th Grade
United States History
Time Required: 4 days

Lesson Summary:


The intention of this lesson is to reinforce how the ideals of the Quaker religion are the basis for positive relationships within a colony and its neighbors.  Students will activate schema on these ideals and add to that using resources and examples from the Quaker religion.  Students will then connect this information to prove the positive relationships within their colony which led to its success.  
Objectives:

To identify the ideals of the Quaker religion.

To gain an understanding of how these ideals affected relationships and the survival of the Quaker  
colony.

Key Terms:
Quaker ideals:  
mutual respect - n.  both parties involved show consideration or appreciation towards each other
freedom – n.  The right of enjoying all of the privileges of membership or citizenship
equality – n.   The state or quality of being equal

peace – n.  The absence of war or other hostilities; a state of harmony among people
service – n.  assistance or help provided to others
Historical Background for the Teachers:
In the context of our Relationships Unit, this lesson focuses on the ideals of the Quaker religion.  This was a group of colonists from England who came seeking religious freedom.  They were led by William Penn.  They believed in mutual respect, freedom, equality, peace, and service.  This positively affected their relationships with each other, members of other colonies, and the Native Americans.  

Do Now Activity: 
Students will use a carousel activity to brainstorm on the ideals of the Quaker religion.  Students will be placed into groups and each given an ideal (mutual respect, freedom, equality, peace, and service).  Students will rotate silently around the classroom to list what they know about each ideal.  
Procedures:
Day 1:
1. Discuss carousel activity focusing on how each ideal relates to religion.  
2. Have students form expert groups with a focus of a Quaker ideal.  Expert groups will be responsible for researching and presenting on two main topics:

· Explain what the ideal means in the Quaker religion

· Share an example of the ideal using relationships either within their colony or with others.

3. Allow time for students to meet and begin research.

Day 2:

1. Students will continue to meet in their expert groups researching their ideal using resources (computer lab, school library, books)

2. Students will make posters to display their research

Day 3:

1. Students will present within their expert groups. 

2. Students will take notes on each ideal and the examples as they pertain to relationships.

Day 4:

1.  Administer final reflection to synthesize all of the ideals as they connect to relationships between the Quakers and Native Americans and/or the Quakers and other colonies.  
Homework:
Final Reflection if not completed during class time.
Assessment:
Assessment will be completed through teacher observation of carousel activity, expert groups as well as a final reflection.  This final reflection will be evaluated using a rubric that is attached.  
Extension:
Students can role play using examples shared by expert groups.  They can act out their examples and other groups can guess which ideal it is showing.
